For those who are more Computer Systems than programming, you may wish to improve your skills with an EdX course. We recommend either HarvardX: CS50's Introduction to Computer Science | edX (Also available on YouTube if you do not want to make an EdX account) or MichiganX: Python Data Structures | edX. Please select Audit the Course, we do not expect you to pay for anything!

For the people who are more confident programmers, have a go at some interview challenges and document your experience. Highlighting what you have learned, any mistakes (and fixes) you have made and how this has benefitted your programming. - Here is an example Explore - LeetCode but there are quite a few interview websites. You could also start learning about Object Oriented programming, as this will be an A Level skill, by conducting your own research on this topic. We will be using Python at Weald but the theory will apply the same regardless of the language you use to learn this concept.

If you are curious about the project, Ada Computer Science has created a short database project that you can follow along with to understand what you have to do for your NEA. This is a project you can create by yourself.
